Largest Thanksgiving Day run in Kansas City set for November 27 
 
 
KANSAS CITY, MO (October 27, 2014) – The 25th Annual Thanksgiving Day 5K & Family Stroll will be held at the 
Sprint Campus on Thanksgiving Day at 9 a.m.  This race is the largest and oldest Thanksgiving race in the Kansas City 
metro area.  To celebrate the 25th anniversary, a commemorative sublimated scarf is available for purchase for $15 when 
participants register and will be distributed at packet pickup. 

“To celebrate the 25th anniversary, we wanted to do something special,” said Sarah Dee, Events Director.  “A 
commemorative scarf seemed like the perfect item for this event.” 

This year will include a food and toy drive for the Catholic Charities.  Donations will be accepted during packet pickup 
at Dick’s Sporting Goods Tuesday, November 25 and Wednesday, November 26 and also onsite Thanksgiving morning.  
Catholic Charities works to reduce and prevent poverty in our neighborhoods and our community through meaningful 
programs focused on helping individuals and families find a path out of poverty - permanently.

The Kids Fun Run is in memory 
of Tom Murphy who worked at Sprint and was a Kansas City Sports Commission board member.
