Kansas City Set to Host DII Men’s Golf Regional

KANSAS CITY, MO (April 29, 2021) – The Kansas City Sports Commission and William Jewell College will 
host Central/Midwest regional competition for the 2021 NCAA Division II Men’s Golf Championships 
from May 6 - 8 at Shoal Creek Golf Club (8905 NE Shoal Creek Pkwy, Kansas City, MO 64157). 

Sixteen teams and six individuals will tee off.  The top four teams from each super regional 
(Atlantic/East; Central/Midwest; South/Southeast & South Central/West) and the top individual not with 
a team from each super regional will advance to the finals to be held May 17 – 21 at PGA National 
Resort (The Champion Course) in Palm Beach Gardens, Florida.
