Announcing NEW Date for Kansas City Triathlon
- Sunday, August 23 -

KANSAS CITY, MO (April 3, 2020) — The Kansas City Sports Commission is thankful to all of our supporters
for their patience and understanding during these uncertain times. With the health and safety of all
participants, volunteers, race staff and support team being our primary goal, the Kansas City Triathlon
has been postponed from its original date (Sunday, May 17), and will be held on Sunday, August 23,
2020 at Longview Lake.

As a result of this change, registered participants have three options:
1. Participate: Complete the Kansas City Triathlon on the rescheduled date of August 23, 2020. All one-
day USAT memberships will automatically be transferred to the new date, and no other action is

required after making your selection to postpone your race in our registration system.

2. Donate: As two non-profit organizations founded in 1966, our staff works to fulfill our mission to

enhance the quality of life and economic success of Greater Kansas City by taking the lead in maintaining
and selectively acquiring a diversity of amateur and professional sporting events; to collaborate with
area economic development and agencies to attract and retain amateur and professional sports
organizations; and to promote the lifetime benefits of sports for the citizens of Greater Kansas City. If
you would like to convert your registration fee to a donation to the Greater Kansas City Sports
Commission & Foundation, you will receive a charitable contribution receipt as well as 25% savings
towards registration for the 2021 Kansas City Triathlon.

3. Defer: Transfer your registration fee to the 2021 OR 2022 Kansas City Triathlon at no extra cost.

Current registrants should log into their Race Roster Dashboard, click on “Edit Registration” button in

the upper right corner, make your selection and click “Save & Exit.”

Additionally, we will not be implementing any future price increases for the race. Prices will remain
the same until the day of the race: Sprint Triathlon & Duathlon ($110); Olympic ($130); Olympic Relay
($175).
