He made significant contribution in helping
define our organization's leading role in developing the plans for a new downtown arena beginning in
2001. Tom embraced our vision, and he encouraged us to push forward. He was also instrumental in
our efforts to both retain the NABC, and develop the National Collegiate Basketball Hall of Fame and
College Basketball Experience.

Recognizing his many contributions to our organization and community, we have decided to name the
Annual Thanksgiving Day 5K and Family Stroll Kid's Fun Run in Tom's name. The inaugural Tom Murphy
Fun Run for Kids will begin at approximately 10:00am (located on Satchel Paige Park Field at the
southeast corner of the Sprint Campus).

Furthermore, in conjunction with the Fun Run, we are working to help raise money for the tuition
scholarship fund in Tom's name, which will be awarded each year to help further the education of a
youth at Rockhurst High School. Our non-profit organization will contribute $1000 from the event to
the Thomas E. Murphy Il Scholarship Fund that is being administered by the Greater Kansas City
Community Foundation. The scholarship will be awarded to individuals that exemplify Tom's best
gualities and assist them in their pursuit of higher education.
