youth-focused Play 60 Zone. Fans will also be able to shop exclusive merchandise at NFL Shop
presented by Visa.

Unigue to Kansas City, Draft Experience will feature an elevated food and beverage exhibition
throughout the weekend that will highlight local vendors and tap into the Kansas City flavor of
BBQ and pitmaster cuisine.
